I sometimes wonder what the central purpose of my job is.   
Am I primarily a chaplain offering spiritual support to people facing  

everything from cancer to divorce to children with drug problems to  

the death of a loved one?  Or, is my main function that of an evangelist  

who preaches the gospel and baptizes those who accept the good news?  
I could define my work as that of a discipler, one who teaches the  

Scripture to new converts and helps them grow in their commitment  

to follow Jesus.   Some days, I feel like a small business manager.  I  
spend all day overseeing building repairs, channeling paid personnel  

and volunteers to do their best work, making sure all the proper pro- 

cedures and policies are observed and doing what I can to see that the  
church uses her material resources wisely so we stay financially solvent.  The work of stabiliz-

ing, protecting and nurturing the institution of the church is a big part of my occupation. 

Another way of looking at my job is as a recruiter.  I recruit new members, new com-

mittee members, new people for Sunday School, new tithers, new volunteers for a variety of 
ministries, new deacons and new participants for our many programs.  An equally justifiable 

way of describing my work is as a communicator.  I teach the Bible, preach the sermon, lead 

the prayers, announce important details of upcoming projects, write articles for this newsletter 
and speak one on one with people about a myriad of topics.  A lot of my work could be charac-

terized as counseling.  I prepare people for marriage, help folks work on marital issues, inter-

vene in family crisis, facilitate reconciliation between estranged friends and family members 
and work to help all the cantankerous personalities in this church simply get along. 

There are several other ways to describe at least part of my job: missionary, social 

worker, supervisor, trainer, healer, community-builder, leader.  Here is a title that I only re-

cently began claiming for myself, interpreter.  By interpreter, I donôt mean primarily my role of 
interpreting Scripture, although that is a sacred part of my responsibilities.  As I said on Easter 

Sunday, I think one of my most important roles is to fill the function of Eli.  When God called 

Samuel, Eli helped the young man interpret the call of God and guided him to the proper re-
sponse.  First Eli helped Samuel understand that the voice he heard was indeed the voice of 

God.  Then, the old priest coached Samuel to answer the voice by saying, ñSpeak Lord for thy 

servant hears you.ò 

I believe that God is calling people every day, however, many donôt recognize the 
voice of the Redeemer.  They say they are troubled or discontent, going through a time of re-

evaluation or struggling with an inner push or pull.  Some folks refer to the call of God as an 

awareness that there is ñsomething moreò to life than they are presently experiencing.  Others 
describe it as an empty place that needs filling.  My job, and in fact the job of all Christians, is 

to stay alert for such comments and then help the person comprehend that this holy disturbance 

is the voice of God.  Once the source of the call is understood, then we have the privilege and 
responsibility to encourage the person to respond to the call with repentance, faith and service.

World  Vision 30 Hour Youth Famine by Craig Warner 

Have you ever asked the question,  
"what am I going to have to eat"? For 

most of us the answer is as close as 

op ening our  r efr igera tor  or 

freezer door. If we can't find anything 
there that excites us then we have the 

difficult choice of deciding which 

restaurant we are going to visit. Most 
of us, by God's grace, have never 

known anything but having too many 

food choices. But for over 1 billion of 
the world's population the choices are 

not so readily available. They do not 

have a refrigerator or freezer to stock 

full with groceries. They don't have 
dozens of grocery stores within a few 

miles radius to choose from. For them 

the concept of eating three meals a 
day (plus snacks) can not even be 

imagined. These people live with 

chronic hunger and for them the ques-

t ion,  "what am I going to 
eat", is literally a life or death ques-

tion.  

Our youth will be participating in an 
international movement to raise 

their awareness concerning hunger 

and poverty around the world all 
while actually getting a "taste" (sorry 

for the pun) of what it's like to not 

have food for 30 hours. They 

will play interactive games to learn 
more about hunger, build kits con-

taining school supplies and personal 

care items for Haiti disaster relief, do 
a service project in the church, build a 

cardboard shelter to spend the night 

in, participate in devotional studies 

and make soup to share with the 
church on Sunday, April 25. This is 

where you (the church) can help. The 

youth will be offering the soup they 
have made to the congregation for 

donations that will be used to help 

relieve hunger somewhere in the 
world. We also ask that the church be 

in prayer for our young people as 

they prepare and experience the 

30Hour Famine. It could change how 
they live their lives.
