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Our Mission Statement:

The names  Matthew, Mark, Luke and John are so identified 
with the first four books of the New Testament, we often forget 

that these sacred writings were named after actual people.  Al-

though each Gospel is a collection of stories from various 

sources, the strands were woven together at least orally by the 
men for whom the Gospels are named. 

 

Mark was probably written by John Mark, a young follower of 
Jesus who learned many stories about Christ from Peter and de-

picted the life of Christ in brief, swift passages.  Although not 

one of the twelve apostles, John Mark very likely was an eye 
witness to such significant events as the last supper, the arrest of  

Jesus and Pentecost. 

 

Matthew is thought to be the apostle also known as Levi.  Originally a Levite, Matthew 
became a tax collector later in life.  Well acquainted with both Jewish religion and the 

lifestyle of so-called sinners,  he celebrated Jesus' message that saints and sinners could 

enter the Kingdom of Heaven through repentance and faith." 
 

Luke might have been a gentile.  He was not one of the 12 apostles and had to gather his 

information on Jesus through conversations with eyewitnesses.  Although thought to be a 
physician, Luke approached his Gospel like a reporter, gathering stories and testimonies 

and compiling them into a beautiful narrative about Jesus.  One of the eyewitnesses Luke 

relied most upon was Jesusô mother Mary. 

 
John wrote his gospel late in life.  The oldest of the four evangelists at the time of his writ-

ing, John had the luxury of pondering the life of Jesus for decades before composing his 

Gospel.  As a result, this older and wiser disciple wove deep theological reflection in with 
the details of the life of Christ. 

 

Although only two of the Gospels have birth narratives, all four announce the coming of 

Jesus into the world.  Their announcements are shaped by each evangelists life and per-
sonality.  During the four Sundays of Advent, we will learn about each of the gospel writ-

ers and celebrate each manôs contribution to our understanding of the birth of Christ.  

Come and worship with us each week as we hear again the Good News of Matthew, Mark, 
Luke and John.
