Vegetarian Bean Chili 

 

2 tablespoons Olive Oil 

1 chopped onion 

2 gloves of garlic, crushed 
1 cup boiling water 

1/2 cup crushed tomatoes 

2 tablespoons tomato paste 
1 16 oz can  red kidney beans, 

 drained 

1/2 teaspoon oregano 
1 teaspoon salt 

1/2 teaspoon chili powder 

 

Heat oil in pot add onion and garlic, 
cook until golden.  Add water, 

crushed tomatoes and tomato paste to 

mixture, cook 2 minutes. Mash 1 cup 
of beans by hand or blender leaving 1 

cup of whole beans, add both cups to 

pot.  Add all spices, cook on low 
flame 30 minutes, occasionally.  

Serve with corn muffins or garnish 

with cheese, diced bell peppers, etc.
