theological and Biblical questions intrigue me, but I’m just guessing  
when I try to think about what might help you live with a deeper sense  

of God’s presence. 

Rather than project my questions upon you or take a stab in 
the dark about what would assist you, I’d like to invite you to tell me 

what’s engaging your mind or troubling your soul.  Specifically, I am asking you to email, 

call, or write me a note about a topic you would like to see addressed in a future sermon. 

Most sermons deal with one of the following categories of spiritual concerns: 
1.  Salvation Issues.  How can I know that my sins are forgiven and that God has given  

abundant and eternal life to me? 

2.  Growth Issues.  How can I develop a deeper communion with God? 
3.  Discipleship Issues.  How can I follow Jesus’ teachings more completely? 

4.  Ethical Issues.  What are the teachings of Jesus and the rest of the Bible on sex outside of 

marriage, sex inside of marriage, homosexuality, abortion, materialism, race relations, war, 
gender equality, treatment of the poor, care of children, medical care . . . 

5.  Relationship Issues.  How do I improve my relationship with my parents, children, 

spouse, employer, friends, neighbors, enemies, self? 

6.  Call Issues.  How do I more fully understand what God wants me to do in life? 
7.  Evangelism Issues.  How do I share my faith with others? 

8.  Biblical Issues.  What’s the difference in the Old and New Testaments?  Who was 

Moses?  Why do the Gospels tell Jesus’ story differently?  Why is so much of the New Tes-
tament written by Paul?  What is the meaning of Revelation? 

9.  Theological Issues.  Did God really create the world?  Does God intervene in human af-

fairs?  Does God respond to all religions or just one?  Is God all powerful? 

10.  Suffering Issues.  How do I deal with my illness, heartbreak, fear, loss? 
11.  Stage of Life Issues.  How can my faith help me through my teenage years?  Will God 

help me raise my children?  How can God help me as I age?  How does God prepare me for 

my death? 
Don’t try too hard to come up with a topic.  If you have to work at it, then it proba-

bly isn’t too prominent a need.  If you have a question, need or concern that is on your heart, 

though, let me know about it.  I won’t promise to preach a sermon in response to every re-
quest, but each request will inform future sermons.
