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with my wife and children. Wednesday night, I will be blessed with the privilege of praying
with a dozen or so believers and studying a book on faith. Every day of my life, every moment
of my life holds treasure, I just have to be willing to see it and receive it.

During the summer Sundays, we will find additional help in reshaping our perspective
on life from several people in the Scriptures. On July 12, we will learn to avoid a pitfall in this
new way of looking at life. Adam and Eve mistakenly concluded that since life was a gift, all
God’s possessions were theirs for the taking. Rather than receive the astonishing array of gifts
God showered upon them, they longed for abilities that were not theirs to take: control, om-
nipotency, divine knowledge and immortality. God had to teach them to enjoy the gifts they
were given and to relinquish the desire for abilities that were God’s alone.

Beginning in August, we will examine other famous Biblical characters in our attempt
to experience life more fully as God’s gift to us. We will watch Moses learn that it was his
presence, not his performance that made him a gift to this world. Paul will discover that there
are gifts even in his most painful experiences. Elijah will find out that sometimes we miss
God’s gifts because we are so focused on our own agendas and ambitions. David will come to
know that all God’s gifts are eternal in nature. Ruth and her extended family will see that they
are wondrous gifts to each other, while Esther will learn that her gifts are even greater than she
imagined.

Each of these stories has already helped me not only see my life as a gift but to also
recognize the gifts I have to offer the world. In addition to asking “What is the gift in this mo-
ment?” | also reflect on “What gift do I bring to each moment?” I’m having a better summer
because of my attitude adjustment.

I invite you to attend worship as often as possible this summer. Who knows, by the
time Fall rolls around, we may be feeling more blessed than we have in a long, long, time.
