Tuxedos and tennis shoes were once a major fashion faux pas,  
but I now see them on awards shows and weddings.  I recently watched 

a food network show which highlighted a Las Vegas chef who made a  

sherbert out of fruit juice and goose liver pate.  I think I’ll pass. Eau de  

Stilton is a fragrance made from perfume and cheese. 
 

Some things don’t seem to be compatible at first glance, but are  

at times combined with creative and distinctive results.  Through the sum- 
mer, I will be preaching a series of sermons entitled “Christianity And . . .” 

Some of the concepts that will finish the sentence will seem perfectly mat- 

ched.  “Christianity and Citizenship” is a pairing that has been addressed  
many times.  Numerous sermons have been devoted to “Christianity and Vocation,” 

“Christianity and Relationships,” and “Christianity and the Environment.”  Other combinations 

may, however, seem as strange as tuxedos and tennis shoes.  “Christianity and Pleasure” for 

instance may seem to be odd bedfellows.  “Christianity and Ambition” also might appear to be 
an unholy alliance.  “Christianity and Business” are ideas that don’t really seem to go together. 

Neither does “Christianity and Personality.”  “Christianity and Sabbath” evokes a sense of reli-

gious ambiguity. 
 

Regardless of whether or not the terms seem to be happily married, each sermon will 

address the effects of our Christian commitment on various aspects of our lives.  I will inten-
tionally avoid terms like “Christian Citizenship” or “Christian Education” because those 

phrases indicate that there is one identifiable type of citizenship or education that captures the 

essence of Christianity.  In truth, there are a variety of ways that our faith impacts citizenship 

and education.  Some believers interpret their faith to require them to put their children in 
Christian schools.  Others understand their faith to guide them to help their children be effec-

tive witnesses in public schools.   Likewise, there are folks who express their Christianity 

through abstaining from the political process and others who live out their faith through intense 
activism in the public square.  Rather than define one way to relate our Christianity to the chal-

lenges of our lives, I will offer a multitude of applications of our faith to the major concerns of 

our daily lives.
