We give to support the work of the
DC Baptist Convention as well as our
national partners, the Alliance of
Baptists and the American Baptist
Churches USA. We give each fall in
support of the international missions
work of the Alliance and the ABC
and each spring in support of the
home mission work of these bodies.
We take special offerings in response
to disasters like the recent earthquake
in Haiti and we take a benevolent
offering each month to assist those in
financial need in our congregation
and community.

With all that we give it is
worthwhile to pause and consider the

accomplishing when we give in sup-
port of the home mission work of the
American Baptist Churches USA
through the America for Christ Offer-
ing? What impact do our dollars
really have on people in need? Is our
giving really making disciples of Je-
sus Christ? Is our giving transform-
ing lives?

For the past five years Na-
tional Ministries, American Baptist
Churches USA has provided leader-
ship for a denomination-wide initia-
tive on children in poverty. At the
2008 National Gathering for Ameri-
can Baptist youth, National Minis-
tries convened a youth summit focus-
ing on the issue of children and pov-

erty with practical suggestions for
how youth might respond. One group
that participated, from First Baptist
Church, New London, New Hamp-
shire, was inspired to raise 60,000
pennies, with each penny represent-
ing a child in poverty in their state.
They gathered coins from among the
congregation, from neighbors, and
from their classmates at school.
When they reached their goal they
took their collection to the state capi-
tol in three red wagons where they
met with the governor and state rep-
resentatives and shared their con-
cerns.
