On Saturday, May 30th, at 5:00 p.m., we will hold a Listening Conference in 

our fellowship hall.  Six members will give brief synopsis of the specific ministries 

they feel our church should implement in the coming year.  After each person shares, 

we shall discuss the idea in small groups.  The small groups will then report their con-

clusions to the large group.  The evening will include dinner and end by 8:00 p.m. 

 

The ideas presented will be deliberated through the summer with additional 

discussion at our summer business meeting on July 8th and a final gathering on Satur-

day, August 29th that will lead to decisions and implementation. 

 

I encourage you to attend the Listening Conference.  You will hear presenta-

tions on worship, small groups, mission, leadership development and outreach.  Each 

is Biblically based and consistent with the Lordship of Christ.  Since we are serving a 

meal, reservations will be required.  Teenagers and adults will be included in the dis-

cussion.  Child care will be provided for younger children.  I hope you will attend and 

help us get ready for the next phase of the journey.

Listen and Engage 
 
  

             Jesus modeled a pattern in his life for us to follow. In its simplest form, this  

            daily pattern was to listen to God and to engage the world around him. This  

            was Jesus' daily life pattern. Without this pattern, he would not have known  

            what God was asking of him. Therefore, it is a pattern we too must live in or-

            der to live our own daily life as God would have us to do. 

 

   The Gospel of Luke states: “But he would withdraw to deserted places and  

   pray.” (Luke 5:16) Prayer is the vehicle by which Jesus listened. It had already been 

established as part of  the Jewish way of life. It was not new to Jesus. He didn’t invent it. It was already a 

means of communicating with God. Jesus, though, by the way he embraced prayer, showed us the widest 

and most direct path to having a relationship with God. 

 

Why pray? We pray to be more fully in the presence of God and to hear what God is saying. It is like de-

veloping other relationships. To really come to know someone it is best to be with them and listen to them 

in all the ways our faculties can so we may hear all about them. Spending time each day with a friend en-

ables us to get to know them better. Then we find, after a longer period of being together, that we can al-

most tell what they are going to say, how they are going to go about a task, what they will wear, what 

they’ll chose to do with their free time, what they believe and how they see the world. We come to know 

them more intimately. But we could not do this if we didn’t spend time with them and listen to who they 

are. Also, the more frequently we meet with another person and get to know them, the more we can enter 

the depths of the relationship without having to work on becoming comfortable again in each other’s pres-

ence. This daily pattern of Jesus helped him establish his intimate relationship with God. 

 

Hearing what God was saying shaped Jesus’ daily ministry. It provided guidance over the years he walked 

the earth. The hearing of what God was saying and the abiding in God’s presence was interwoven in his 

teaching, healing, worship and presence with those he met. There was no part of his ministry disconnected 

from his life of prayer. 

 

To listen and to engage are connected. If one listens but does not take what is heard into the world then the 

pattern is incomplete. The listening must be carried into the engagement with all of life. 

Ponder. Mary, the mother of Jesus, pondered things in her heart. Merriam-Webster defines the word 

“ponder” with the phrases “reflect on,” “to think or consider especially quietly, soberly and deeply,” and 

“to consider or examine attentively or deliberately.” “Ponder implies a careful weighing of a problem or, 

often, prolonged inconclusive thinking about a matter.” Pondering in the heart is taking that which is heard 

or experienced with you. In Jesus’ pattern, he carried what he heard from God into the world pondering 

God’s word in his heart throughout the day.  

 

Engaging the world connected with God’s word and presence. All actions were connected with the deepest 

connections with God. That which Jesus experienced in the world was then carried back into prayer. The 

pattern repeated itself daily.
