Recipe of the Month 

Sweet Potato Pie 
2 large peeled, cooked mashed sweet 
 potatoes, about 1-1/2 cups or 1 

 18 ounce can of sweet potatoes, 

 well drained and mashed. 

1/2 cup brown sugar 
1/2 tsp. salt 

1/2 tsp. ground cinnamon 

3/4 cup milk  
2 slightly beaten eggs 

1 tbsp. butter or margarine melted 

1 8- inch pie crust 

 
Combine sweet potatoes, brown sugar, 

salt and cinnamon in bowl. In separate 

bowl mix together milk, eggs and butter; 
add to potato mixture and blend well. 

Crimp edges of pie crust if not already 

done, pour potato mixture into shell.
