Music and Education Increasingly, busyness seems to be a way of life for most people. As we lead busier
and busier lives, we leave the depths, the deep connections that ground us to the spiritual dimension of ourselves al
in so doing, loose touch with the movement of God in the world.
Whether we live as multiple families, single families, mgkherational families, couples, single parent families,
share an apartment with someone or live by ourselves, setting aside time with the people you live with to encounte
God in a deeper way creates a fuller awareness of God in our own lives, the people around us, the congregation ar
the world in which we live. If we would just take twenty to thirty minutes a week with those we live with or with our
closest friends (if we |ive alone) to focus on our \
abiding love and reonnect with the Spirit that dwells in our midst.
I'n my familyéds home spirituality, we are getting|tog
our lives and then respond however we feel led. Let me offer some suggestions you might try.
1 - Keep it simple and meaningful!
2 - Have some signal for your gathering time: the ringing of a bell, the lighting of a candle, the singing of a special
song, the clearing of a table for a gathered offering (leaves, acorns, pine cones, flowers), the placing of a cross or
Bible near you and later, maybe an Advent wreath or a Manger scene during December.
3 - Give thanks to God that you can gather together.
4 - You may wish to select a reading from the Word or a devotional book.
5 - Prayer is an integral part. Pray in a manner comfortable to the people in your home. Examples: kneeling together

folding hands, holding hands, bowing your head, linking your arms together, silent prayers, one or two word prayers

Possible prayers: pray for yourself, pray for others, pray for those in the communities that surround us wk
work, live and play; thank God for your body; celebrate a birthday; look at old family photos/photo albums a
