                              Cook-Out and Congregational Meeting to Discuss  

                                                    New Building Proposal 
 

Sunday, September 20th, following worship, we will have a cook-out and  

congregational meeting to discuss the latest building proposal from Ironwood  

and Lehman Construction corporations.  The church will supply burgers, hot 

dogs and drinks; the congregation is encouraged to bring salads, desserts and 

side dishes to share. 
 

The Committee on the Church Future has scheduled this event to bring the  

church up to date on current proposals and to seek the churchôs guidance as 

to how to proceed.  A vote will be taken at the end of the meeting to give the 
committee direction.  At this point, there is no sale to approve, building  

plan to adopt or construction company to hire.   There is a decision to be made, however, and the 

essence is described below. 
 

Ironwood has made the church an offer of 2.5 million dollars for our property.  As part of that offer, 
Ironwood would ñgive backò the land on which the parsonage now stands.  This would be the site of a 

new church building. 
 

Lehman Construction has drawn up a plan for a church building that could fit on that property and meet 

all current codes and requirements.  It would contain 15,000 square feet which would house our church 
and our current ministries.  The cost of that building would be 2.3 million. 

 

The committee on the church future has seen this plan and knows that this plan would have to undergo 

major changes in order to suit our congregation.  Those changes may add as much as $250,000, bring-

ing the price of a new building on that land to 2,550,000.  This price does not seem to include a parking 
lot or landscaping. 

 

The committee is willing to discuss changes with Lehman Construction and/or seek other designs for a 

building on that property, however, before they invest that time and call for these companies to invest 
more time, they want to know if the church would consider a building on that property.  They have 

some concerns that the site might be too close to the University Methodist Church or in other ways dis-

appoint the congregation.  Therefore, before engaging in more dialogue with these companies, the com-

mittee wants the church to vote on whether any building on that site would do.  If the church is closed 

to the idea, the committee needs to communicate that and move on.  The committee will NOT bring a 

recommendation on whether to continue in this discussion or not.  They want to hear from the church. 
 

We will not spend time discussing the details of the proposed building (where is the sanctuary, how 

many bathrooms, how big is the pastorôs office, etc.)   We already know that the building plan must 

undergo major changes.  Before those changes are sought, however, the committee needs to know if the 

church would accept the site. 
 

Please prioritize this meeting.  After worship, we will serve the food and hold the meeting while we eat 

to minimize your time commitment.  See you on the 20th.  Pastor John.
